During the past year, we have spent a great deal of time examining our strengths, identifying areas for improvement
and determining how we can best build on them to meet the increasing demand for our services.

The outcome of this process is a new strategic focus for future expansion of care, research and education – a focus
on disorders that affect brain functioning, such as Alzheimer’s, Parkinson’s, stroke and other causes of dementia,
as well as psychiatric disorders. This new strategic focus will help guide decision-making as Baycrest allocates new
resources in the future.

The urgency of meeting the needs of older adults with cognitive disorders is increasingly apparent. By age 80,
about 40% of older people have some form of dementia or other serious brain-related disorder. With the projected
increase in the older population in the next 30 years, the number of cases is expected to triple.

Baycrest is uniquely positioned to meet the needs of older adults with brain and psychiatric disorders. We are recognized
as an international leader in care, research and education related to aging. Our researchers and clinicians have
amassed considerable knowledge about disorders that affect brain functioning and mental health. Our level of
expertise makes us unique in comparison with other local care providers.

The four stories in this annual review illustrate Baycrest’s leadership in these areas and provide a different perspective
on how we are working to change the way that people age.

With this new strategic focus in place, our goal now is to ensure the effective integration of knowledge derived from
research into our care practices. This is not a new goal, but one that we are striving to enhance and attain in all
our programs.

Our success depends on our ability to ensure that the basic science questions come from researchers, that the
clinical questions come from clinicians and are translated back into research; and, that education is used as the
means for translating research findings into practice. Through our affiliation with the University of Toronto and other
academic institutions, our goal is also to share our evidence-based practices with the hundreds of future health
care providers that we help to train each year.

Two new programs at Baycrest are examples of this ideal integration. One is the Memory-Link pilot project for amnesiacs,
a partnership between the Psychology Department, the Rotman Research Institute, Social Work and Occupational
Therapy. The other is a program to assess and treat individuals at high risk of developing cognitive disorders – a
collaboration between Psychology, the Kunin-Lunenfeld Applied Research Unit, the Rotman Institute and York University. 

Other opportunities for effective integration are already in place. Last year, the Rotman Institute received a grant
of $2-million to team up with Washington University to identify more effective treatments for patients who have had
a mild stroke. Another major grant of $16-million from the Ontario government is creating a neuro-imaging research
network that was spearheaded by the Rotman Institute and scientist Dr. Randy McIntosh.

It is important to note that this new strategic focus will not detract from our commitment to clients who do not have
cognitive impairments or mental illnesses. We will continue to serve them through our own programs or through
partnerships with other organizations; however, we do not want to duplicate what other organizations are already doing
well. We will continue to work in conjunction with them and concentrate on developing what is unique to Baycrest. 

This pledge to serve seniors with different needs is evident in some of the other significant achievements of the past
year. For instance, a new model of relationship-centred care was developed and implemented in the Apotex Centre,
Jewish Home for the Aged and The Louis and Leah Posluns Centre for Stroke & Cognition. 

The Holocaust Resource Project received a grant from the German war claims agency, which will enable Baycrest
to become the Canadian outreach resource in caring for aging survivors and their families. And on August 1, 2001,
the first residents moved into Two Neptune Drive – a condominium-style seniors building specially designed to
accommodate older adults as their physical needs change. 

A Parkinson’s Self-Management Program is one of several new initiatives this year to help seniors maintain functioning
and remain independent in the community. 

All of these achievements and many more are described in the Highlights section of this report.

We have many people to thank for these outstanding accomplishments that demonstrate Baycrest’s efforts to respond
to the needs of the elderly: our staff for being innovative, hard-working and caring; our volunteers for supporting
staff efforts and giving so much to our clients; our Board members for their vision and guidance; and our community,
which includes clients and their families, for continuing to offer Baycrest the additional funding that enriches the
lives of those we serve. 

We would also like to take this opportunity to thank Lionel Schipper for heading a thorough review of our governance
structure to ensure that the Board and its committees can effectively assist the organization achieve its strategic and
operational goals. Some of the key recommendations will result in a smaller Board, a redesign of Board committees
and a new Board of Governors. 

In order to pay tribute to key individuals who have made exceptional contributions to Baycrest, we have also established
the new position of Honorary Director. The inaugural group of Honorary Directors for 2002/2003 are: Tobie Bekhor,
A. Ephraim Diamond, Edwin A. Goodman, Edwin Goldstein, Fred Karp, Sydney Loftus, Sam Ruth, Norman Schipper
and Honey Sherman.

Special mention must also be given to the phenomenal work of the staff, Board and volunteers of the Baycrest
Centre Foundation this year. Together, they launched Baycrest’s first annual campaign and raised $3.4 million to
help Baycrest maintain our high standards of care and service.

The success of this campaign epitomizes the reciprocal relationship between the community and this organization
that is at the very core of Baycrest.

UP UNTIL THREE YEARS AGO, 79-YEAR-OLD MILLIE BAKAN WAS WRITING, GOING TO 
CONFERENCES AND DIRECTING GRADUATE STUDENTS AS A PROFESSOR OF PHILOSOPHY 
AT YORK UNIVERSITY. WORDS WERE HER LIFE. NOW SHE CAN’T WRITE OR SPEAK.

She used to get up, get dressed, go downstairs for the paper, eat breakfast and head to her desk. Then she had a
series of strokes. Now she can’t dress or feed herself, walk or read. It is doubtful that she will ever regain the ability
to do any of the simple daily tasks we all take for granted. 

She and her husband, David, 81, professor emeritus of Psychology at York University, moved into a retirement home
together, but it was clear that Millie needed more care than David and the staff there could provide. 

In February, they moved into a couples room on the seventh floor of the Apotex Centre, Jewish Home for the Aged.
The floor houses The Louis and Leah Posluns Centre for Stroke & Cognition, a centre that was created to help seniors
with dementia caused by a stroke.

Here her behaviour has changed from severely agitated and frustrated to much calmer and quieter. “When she
does get agitated,” David says, “I put earphones on her and play Chopin. It calms her right down.”

“Music has become Millie’s main form of communication,” says Karie Rippin, a music therapy intern who worked
with her twice a week during a practicum at Baycrest. “She becomes very animated and excited when she hears
music. She hums as soon as the music starts and is able to fill in the odd short phrase. She also plays the drum
and the tambourine.”

It’s not uncommon for people to sing even though they can’t speak, since speech and musical ability can be controlled
by different, independently activated brain mechanisms, according to Dr. Dmytro Rewilak, a Baycrest psychologist.
“In general, a stroke in the left hemisphere of the brain affects language production and understanding. Melody
and many music abilities are taken care of by the right hemisphere, so it’s not surprising that Millie is able to hum
and sing familiar songs.”

Dr. Donald Stuss, vice-president of Research and director of the Rotman Research Institute, says that Baycrest is
conducting research in stroke recovery and rehabilitation, and partnerships are being formed with other hospitals
and research centres to work together in this area. “We’ve received two major grants to assess the efficacy of
rehabilitation techniques for people who have had a stroke. Our ultimate objective is to apply these findings to
improve the care and quality of life of all seniors, including the residents in the Posluns Centre.” 

David speaks highly of the care Millie is getting at Baycrest. “The quality of life is very good here. Everybody is at
the highest level of professionalism.” Millie not only gets the physical care she needs, she also takes part in water-
colour classes, pottery, baking and Sabbath ceremonies.

David, who suffers from post-polio syndrome and uses a motorized wheelchair, says that life has improved for him as
well. The stresses of caregiving have been relieved to a great extent, and he has the freedom to pursue his interests. 

“When we were on the waiting list for Baycrest, a friend of mine – a doctor whom I respect greatly – told me that
when we got here, it would be the light at the end of the tunnel. He doesn’t know how right he was.”

But when the people you care for have Alzheimer’s disease or other types of dementia, these tasks can be very
challenging. Imelda knows how important it is to get to know the people she cares for and to understand their
individual needs.

“If a resident is feeling lazy and doesn’t want to get out of bed in the morning, I sing to him or do exercises like stretch-
ing his legs to make him more alert. Or when one of the residents is in a bad mood, I take her for a walk all around
the floor. The change of scenery and some company make her feel better.” 

Imelda says that making people feel better is part of her job. “When I see them happy, it makes me happy.” This
holistic approach to care is being reinforced through a new education program for health care aides called Creating
Connections, a collaborative project of Nursing and Therapeutic Recreation. 

“Often, we tend to focus on the task at hand and forget that we are caring for the person as a whole,” says Malini
Persaud, a clinical nurse specialist who helped implement the program. “Creating Connections gives health care
aides in the Apotex Centre, Jewish Home for the Aged, the tools and education they need to engage in meaningful
activities with residents apart from the care routine.”

Accompanying residents to recreational programs such as exercise, baking or bingo is now part of the health care aides’
job description. They encourage residents to attend programs, make sure they get there and stay to participate
with them. “If it’s a sing-along, I try to move their hands to the music or just touch their arms to let them know
someone is there with them,” Imelda says. If some residents aren’t able to take part in a program, she’ll bring them
to the living room to watch a movie, listen to music or toss a ball. 

Part of Creating Connections is teaching health care aides how to build relationships with residents through these kinds
of recreational activities, as well as playing board games, giving manicures or just enjoying the view out the window
together, says therapeutic recreationist Paula Jorgensen. “They’ve also learned to facilitate Shabbat candlelighting
on Friday nights and to recite the prayers.” 

Imelda says that listening to music is one of the residents’ favourite activities. “Even when they don’t respond to
anything else, when you play music for them, you can see they’re happy. They love it.”

The therapeutic recreationists ensure that all floors are equipped with items such as playing cards, balls, games and
manicure supplies, along with a Creating Connections binder in which health care aides document the residents’
daily activities. “If a resident doesn’t want to do something one day, we mark it down in the binder so we know the
next day to go back to her,” Imelda explains. “This also helps us evaluate the program and make improvements,”
Persaud adds.

Sometimes it’s difficult for health care aides to find the time to spend with residents when they’re busy providing
care, but Imelda says they work together. “We cover each other or I make sure the music is on or a video is playing.
It’s always on my mind because this is part of our care routine. I want to give them the best quality of care that I can.”

Apotex Centre, Jewish Home for the Aged.

NURSING CENTRE OF EXCELLENCE OPENS
Baycrest’s Nursing Centre of Excellence officially opened
in the spring. The physical space is a room that nurses
can use for learning, education and recognition; to hold
meetings and host students and visitors; and to meet
to share ideas about their practice. The Centre’s virtual
space is at www.ncoe.ws. The web site has information
about careers in gerontological nursing at Baycrest, pro-
fessional development and nursing achievements, and
links to other sites. Eventually, the site will enable Baycrest
to reach out and share its expertise in gerontological
nursing with the community.

The Nursing Centre of Excellence hosted the two-day
preparation workshop, “Canadian Nurses Association
Certification in Gerontological Nursing.” Nurses from all
over Canada who paid tuition but could not attend the
workshop had on-line access to the presentations. This
is likely the first time a nursing certification exam workshop
has been transformed into e-learning content in Canada.

NURSE AWARDED FELLOWSHIP IN RESPIRATORY CARE
Faye Jones, an RN from Complex Continuing Care, was a
successful applicant for a 12-week Fellowship in Respiratory
Care of Older Adults, offered by the Registered Nurses
Association of Ontario, with funding from the Ministry of
Health and Long-Term Care.

CIO SECONDED TO FEDERAL GOVERNMENT
In May, Chief Information Officer Mariana Catz began a
one-year secondment to the federal government to lead
the Federal Strategy for the Electronic Health Record and
Telehealth, for the Office of the Health Information Highway.

Rotman scientists Drs. Brian Levine and Kathleen
O’Craven were featured on the popular TV science
program @Discovery.ca in December. The two
answered viewers’ questions about how the brain
works when performing specific tasks, such as
visualizing a place and studying for a test with
music on in the background.

FIRST RESIDENTS MOVE INTO TWO NEPTUNE DRIVE
On August 1, the first residents moved into Two Neptune
Drive. The new condo-style, life lease building for seniors
is a first for Baycrest and offers residents special features
to help them remain independent as they age. 

EXPANSION OF MEMORY AND AMNESIA PROGRAMS
The Psychology Department announced plans to expand
the Memory and Aging Program for adults concerned
about normal memory changes as they age. A new
component will be added for individuals who may be
at high risk of developing cognitive disorders. They will
receive early intervention in a variety of areas of health
and lifestyle to delay or perhaps even prevent the devel-
opment of cognitive deterioration.

Psychology also announced Memory-Link, a pilot project
to expand existing service to adults with amnesia and their
families. Psychology is teaming up with Occupational
Therapy and Social Work to help amnestics recover some
degree of independence and quality of life, and give their
families the knowledge and support they need to cope
with the challenge. This innovative project is intended to
become a model of service delivery that will be shared
with the rest of the world. 

DAY PROGRAMS COME TOGETHER TO BENEFIT SENIORS
The Regular Adult Day Program and the Samuel Lunenfeld
Special Day Care Program moved together into a newly
renovated space to create the Baycrest Community Day
Centre for Seniors. The Day Centre offers programs to
meet the needs of seniors who are well or frail, mildly
cognitively impaired, and moderately to severely cogni-
tively impaired.

CHANGES IN DAY TREATMENT CENTRE
The Saul & Rae Saltzman Day Treatment Centre introduced
changes to strengthen the program focus, content and
format to better meet the needs of community clients. In
early December, the Wellness Path, a program for frail
elderly people with multiple health issues, was introduced
in pilot form. It uses a wellness model that works with
the client’s own goals and builds on his or her physical,
cognitive and social assets. The new Parkinson’s Program
is for clients with mid-stage Parkinson’s disease and their
partners. The program provides them with information,
support and a variety of rehabilitation services to limit the
effects of the disease on their quality of life.

MORE ON-FLOOR RECREATION PROGRAMS
To better meet the needs of residents and patients,
Therapeutic Recreation replaced off-floor large program-
ming venues with more intimate on-floor programs, which
has resulted in more participation and supported clients’
needs for programs in a familiar environment. 

APOTEX CENTRE INTRODUCES NEW MODEL OF CARE 
A new model of “relationship-centred care” was imple-
mented in the Apotex Centre, Jewish Home for the Aged.
This model provides a holistic approach to developing
a mutually respectful relationship between the resident,
family and health care provider to optimize the quality
of life for all individuals living and working in the facility.

Baycrest, along with partners North York General Hospital,
Yee Hong Centre for Geriatric Care, Toronto Public Health,
and the Osteoporosis Society of Canada, produced Bone
Smart, a new osteoporosis home exercise video for aging
adults diagnosed with brittle bone disease.

BAYCREST INVOLVED IN BEST PRACTICE INITIATIVE
Baycrest is participating in the RNAO’s Best Practice
Guidelines project. The multi-year, province-wide initiative
supports Ontario nurses in the planning, development,
implementation, evaluation and dissemination of ‘best
practice guidelines’ for client care. The first cycle of four
guidelines was released in late fall, focusing on care of
the elderly.

THE ABILITY STORE MOVES TO NEW LOCATION
The Ability Store moved to a larger and more accessible
location in the Apotex Centre offering an even greater
selection of aids and assistive devices, books, tapes and
in-store health promotion sessions.

CREATIVE ARTS STORE OPENS
Baycrest opened a Creative Arts Store selling arts and
crafts created by women in the community and seniors
who live at Baycrest.

Baycrest psychiatrist Dr. Robert van Reekum
was a guest on TVO’s More to Life in June. He
talked about the latest diagnoses and treatments
for Alzheimer’s and answered questions from
viewers during a phone-in.

Terrace, who accounted for almost half of the visits in previous years. Physiotherapy services are now provided to
residents by external companies.

Occupancy rates for in-patient and residential programs continue to be high. Fluctuations occur when there are
discharges, and beds are vacant until new clients are admitted.

Baycrest Research Chairs
SHARING KNOWLEDGE WITH THE WORLD

Our Research Chair Program is key to achieving the highest level of research excellence in the world. Only the best and
brightest scientists are appointed to these positions. Chairs provide vision and leadership to a specific research program,
and, in turn, attract other researchers of the highest calibre to work with them at Baycrest and the University of Toronto.

Baycrest is fortunate to have seven endowed chairs created through major gift donations. The following summaries
provide a glimpse of how research chairs at Baycrest exemplify our commitment to excellence in care, research and
education related to aging.

THE DR. MAX AND GIANNA GLASSMAN 
CHAIR IN NEUROPSYCHOLOGY
My research is concerned with two main topics: (1) recent
and remote memory and (2) perception and identification of
faces and objects. The approach I have taken in both cases
is eclectic, drawing on behavioural, clinical and neuroimag-
ing evidence, in young and older people to understand the
neuropsychological basis of memory and perception. I use
theories in cognitive psychology to guide studies of brain
function, and the information derived from such studies is
used, in turn, to test theories of cognition and perception.DONORS: DR. MAX AND GIANNA GLASSMAN

THE ANNE AND MAX TANENBAUM 
JOINT CHAIR IN COGNITIVE NEUROSCIENCE
I continue to explore the boundaries, aspects and implications
of the concept of “multiple memory systems,” the idea that
memory is not some uniform “faculty” of the brain/mind
but rather consists of a number of specific capacities or
“systems.” Of special interest is episodic memory – the
system that allows us to recollect our own past experi-
ences – and its similarities to and differences from other
kinds of memory.

THE ANNE AND MAX TANENBAUM 
JOINT CHAIR IN COGNITIVE NEUROSCIENCE
One of my main areas of research over the past year involved
setting up new procedures to test hearing in patients who
cannot respond normally on conventional tests. We can
measure the brain’s response to sounds by analyzing the
brain’s electrical activity recorded from the scalp. Our new
technique is more efficient than previous tests because it
allows us to record the responses to many sounds at the
same time. We have just been able to transfer this tech-
nology to a commercial company and the test should be
widely available in the coming year.

THE SANDRA A. ROTMAN CHAIR IN NEUROPSYCHIATRY
This year has seen tremendous new growth in the research
group with the addition of a new neuropsychiatry post-doctoral
fellow, Dr. Taresa Stefurak. Her integrative projects on the
behavioural disturbances in Parkinson’s disease have been
a primary focus of new studies with important links to ongoing
work concerning bipolar depression and unipolar depression.
New approaches to image analysis have been implemented in
the lab, with important new implications for better understanding
the specific neural circuits underlying various depressive
disorders. A new grant was funded to test our circuitry theories
involving the differences in mechanisms mediating cognitive
versus drug treatment for major depression.

THE REVA JAMES LEEDS CHAIR IN 
NEUROSCIENCE AND RESEARCH LEADERSHIP
My research focuses on understanding the functions of the
frontal lobes, both in patients with brain damage limited to
this area of the brain, as might occur after certain strokes,
and in other patient groups, such as those who have suffered
a traumatic brain injury or have certain types of dementia.
Our work over the past year has had significant impact on
how we understand frontal lobe function and the basic psy-
chological processes that are critically dependent on them.
A landmark study was published this year pinpointing the
parts of the frontal lobe that allow people to feel empathy
and sympathy and to know when they are being deceived.

THE NORMAN AND HONEY SCHIPPER CHAIR 
IN GERONTOLOGICAL SOCIAL WORK
I am conducting a pilot study of an Internet, computer-based
intervention for family caregivers of patients with dementia.
To do this, I have developed an intervention manual and an
instruction guide for training elderly persons to use computer
technology. In addition, I am conducting a survey of the inter-
nal personal resources and the external community resources
used by frail seniors and their caregivers that contribute to
their remaining in the community and delaying institution-
alization. I am also developing a model for evaluating social
work intervention programs at the Apotex Centre, Jewish
Home for the Aged.

IN GERONTOLOGICAL NURSING
Recruitment is under way to fill this chair established by the
late Ben and Hilda Katz. The Katzes were exceptional vision-
aries who saw the potential for Baycrest to become a world
leader in geriatric care, research and education and who pro-
vided significant financial support over many years to help
make this happen. This new chair will advance geriatric
nursing skills by developing new nursing knowledge in the
field of gerontology; integrating nursing care, research and
education at the unit level; mentoring our advanced practice
nurses in research methodology; and forming stronger links
with the University of Toronto Faculty of Nursing.
